
A Guide to Receiving Jesus as Savior.

Here are some important principles that we need to understand when considering asking God to
forgive our sins and give us eternal life through Jesus Christ the Lord.

#1 We must understand that all men and women are condemned already as sinners.
The Bible Scriptures say, “All have sinned and come short ot the glory of God.”
Our problem is our sin and it has separated us from God.

#2 Because the “wages of sin is death” it required the death of God’s Son, Jesus on the
cross to make it possible for God to forgive our sin. And because Jesus died and rose
again, “the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.”

#3 However, you must come to God and ask for forgiveness. The Bible scriptures say,
“to everyone who received Him (Jesus), who believed in His name, He (Jesus) gave the
right to become children of God.” Another scripture says, “For God so loved the world
that He gave His one and only Son, that whoever believes in Him (Jesus) shall not
perish but have everlasting life.”

#4 We must repent and turn away from our sins and feel truly sorry for them for without
repentance there can be no forgiveness. Jesus said, “I come not to call the righteous
(good people), but sinners to repentance.”

#5 Jesus said, “Anyone who comes to me I will never turn them away.” Jesus also said,
“look, I stand at the door and knock, if anyone will open the door, I will come in and eat
with him and he with me.” Jesus waits for you to receive Him as your Savior.

#6 Here is a simple prayer you might like to use:
Lord Jesus, I am truly sorry for my sins. I believe you died for my sins on Calvary’s
cross. I ask you to forgive my sins and save me. I want to spend all of eternity with you.
Thank you Lord Jesus.

#7 John the beloved Disciple writes, “I write these things to you who believe in the
name of the Son of God so that you may KNOW that you have eternal life.” (1John
5:13) John says that when you truly receive Jesus, you can KNOW (be sure) that you
have the gift of God that is eternal life.
